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Like Marlow, he becomes an interior detective who explores himself through attempting

to understand his relationship with Harry.?
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his (Martins) ideas of his own identity has always been bound up with his conception of

the identity of Harry Lime.®
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The Third Man is interesting as an “entertainment” not because of the conventional
morality it espouses (to wit: don’t adulterate valuable medicines) but because of the way
it endorses the amoral character of romantically rapid flight in strange places, of perpetual

youth apparently maintained against all odds and of conspiracies against the status quo.”
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In betraying and killing his friend, Rollo Martins ceases to be a buffoon and becomes a

type of Judas ; in doing so, he gives features to his own “blank face”. .. ."
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We grow up a respectable memmber of our society through our own childhood, boyhood and
adolesence. During these periods, through a school life and many personal and social experiences,
personal morals and social ethics are formed in a mind of each person. In that process, by the
characteristic quality of political system and nationalism in each country there may be a little
differences in morals and ethics. However, it is difficult to think that there are big differences in the
morals and ethics of the human societies in which people cooperae and live together.

In these societies there are some persons who approve the morals and ethics of their society but
are blinded by the Iure of desires, break the law and are smote by their conciences. On the other
hand there are others who hate the morals and ethics of their society, breake them without reluctance
and have a sense of their own superiority because of the rebellious spirit against the society which
regards them as nothings. But it seems that Harry Lime in The Third Man does not belong to either
type of these two.

In this paper we ourselves take Martins place and like to understand Harry’s real self.
