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A Study of the word order of Negative Adverbs #[" in Chinese

This present is a consideration of the transposition of Negative Adverbs and “#B” in Chinese sen-
tences. Nine types of sentences containing negative adverbs and adverbs of scope are examined. The
results indicate the following :

1 In the case of negative adverbs and advebs of scobe occurring in the same sentence, expressions of
the plural, such as “B~" (every ~) “ILfiH: 7" (anywhere) “fTAMH{ 3" (everytime) “ift”

(who) “BEJL” (where) “fF4” (what) and “f- A" (every kind of), will invaribly precede

the adverbs of scope.

2 In the case of partial negatives occurring with expressions of the plural, the adverbs of scope will
invariably be placed at the head of the sentence.

3 Inthe case of imperatives and interrogatives (when accomanied by an interrogative pronoun),
negative adverbs and adverbs of scope cannot be transposed.

4 In the case of partial negatives, the teansposition of negative adverbs and adverbs of scope is not
only means of expression. In the case of sentences in which words suchas “F&” “FIE” “*%

" “FfE” begina complete negative sentence, partial negative adverbs can be used to expres the

concept.

5 In case other than that of interrogatives accompanied by an interrogative pronoun, expressions of the

plural can be placed before an adverb of scope.
