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° I arranged seeds of Getto lengthwise in order not to dim the original stripe pattern of texture for
sumimer pongee.

* The seed of Getto turns red from green in fall, and then, when it changes again to beige, it bursts open,
and the seeds inside drop off to the ground.

° I drew a design in the shape of splitted seeds, which aroused my interest.
